PIZZA CASSEROLE 
 
Note: This dish is designed to be cooked in 
the microwave. Serves six (6). 
 
 
Ingredients: 

 
2 C pasta 
(macaroni 
wheels) 

1 lb ground beef   

1 C chopped 
onion  

1 jar (14 oz) pizza 
sauce   

1 can (4 oz) 
mushroom 
pieces, drained   

1/2 C chopped 
pepperoni   

1/2 C sliced ripe 
olives   

1 C shredded 
mozzarella cheese  

 
Directions: 
Cook macaroni as directed on pkg. Drain, rinse and set 
aside. Crumble ground beef into 12x18 inch microwave-
safe baking dish (or suitable casserole dish). Mix in 
chopped onion. Microwave on high, uncovered, 5 to 6 
minutes or until meat is no longer pink, stirring once. Stir to 
break meat into pieces, drain. Stir in pizza sauce, 
mushrooms, pepperoni, olives and drained macaroni. Cover 
with plastic wrap or applicable microwave-safe lid. 
Microwave on high 6 to 7 minutes or until heated through. 
Sprinkle with cheese. Let stand about 5 minutes before 
serving.

 This year, classes were held in Las 
Vegas from February 20th – 22nd. What in the 
world is that, you ask? 
 IGRA University is where you go to 
attend classes about Rodeo. These classes are 
for the novice to the professional. You earn 
credits for classes that you pass with a 70% or better – yes, tests 
are given over the material covered. 
 Subjects at the basic level cover information for the Rodeo 
Director and planning committee on marketing, managing 
contestants, sponsorship, and the rodeo program. There are also 
courses on safety, health, sportsmanship (ethics, etc.). 
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 At the advanced level, 
courses cover ticketing, cash 
management, equipment, stock 
requirements, and becoming a 
Rodeo Official. 
 A Certificate of 
Achievement is available to 
students who earn 6 credits, or 
successfully complete three (3) 
classes. People who desire, may 
earn an Associate of Rodeo Arts, 
Bachelor of Rodeo Arts, or a 
Master of Rodeo Arts degree.

COWBOY HAT CARE 
 
 Traditional Cowboys never 
cleaned their Cowboy Hat - 
other than a simple slap with 
their hand, or against their leg as 
they picked themselves up. A 
rinsing was something rain or 
snow provided, or the hat got a 
bath when its; owner did.  
 Good Hats were for the 
wealthy, a Range Cowboy made 
do with one - for every occasion. 

·  When your hat gets wet 
let it dry naturally. Don't 
put it in the furnace room 
or use a blow dryer on it!  

·  Never lay your hat brim 
down. This puts a lot of 
stress on the brim and 
will cause it to lose its 
shape. Be sure that you 
place the hat on its crown 
with the brim up.  

·  Hang the hat on a hat stand or some other such perch. The 
edge of a shelf works good - then the curled part of the 
brim is not taking any weight.  

 
·  KEEP THE BOX YOUR HAT COMES IN FOR 

STORAGE OR TRAVEL. You could also make a 
cardboard ring that will hold the crown of the hat snugly. 
If you're storing your hat for an extended period - put it in 
a bag as dust will damage your hat over time - but be sure 
to leave the bag open slightly to allow air to circulate. If 
you don't mildew may occur. 

·  Always try to leave your hat in a cool, dry environment. 
NEVER in direct sunlight - or fading may occur. 
Probably not the best idea to leave it in your vehicle.  

·  Should you spill whiskey, beer or some other beverage on 
your hat rinse the spot immediately with COLD WATER 
ONLY! If you use warm water it can set the stain. Once 
the fur-felt is dry, brush with your finger, or nylon brush, 
to bring the nap back.  

·  If you get chocolate or some other sticky substance on 
your hat let it dry before attempting to clean. Grab a small 
knife and gingerly scrap the crud off. If you want to try 
returning it to like new - there are numerous commercial 
cleaners available for your Cowboy Hat. Most large 
western wear chains have a selection to choose from
